Congregational Meeting: To ensure continuing momentum we need to make decisions. Currently,
we have a financial gap of approximately one tenth of our potential $5 million budget to complete our
renovation. Most of the rebuild costs are covered from funds raised by selling Beach West. However,
we need to guarantee $500 thousand to meet our obligation. We do have assets to cover our financial
gap including:

1. Memorial and Manse Funds as well as some smaller funds totaling approximately $755,000

2. "Wider Ministry" Funds from the sale of Beach West totaling $473,000

3. Funds which could be achieved by selling our south lot (the area where the auditorium now
stands).
